1. ADMINISTRATION

The Film Students Fast Track (TFSFT) is organized 
by EICAR- CINERGIE 
for Cherbourg Fest Organizing Committee 
2. Dates and Venue

The Film Students Fast Track (TFSFT) final stage will be held April 5 – 12, 2005 in Cherbourg during the Cherbourg Festival, with earlier stages in February and March
.

3. OFFICIAL LANGUAGES
The Official languages of the Fast Track are French and English.
4. QUALIFICATION FOR ENTRY

Films may only be submitted by a film school.

The Film school is responsible for the selection of 5 of the best films to present to the THSFT

All entrants must have been enrolled in a college, university, or graduate-level institution at the time of production. 
Only works completed after November 1, 2003 and never previously entered for selection at The Film Students Fast Track (TFSFT) will be accepted.
Short Film under 5 minutes
5 films maximum per school (animation or fiction…)

English subtitles when necessary
5. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS
a) For Pre-Screenings 

Works from schools submitted for the competition can be presented only on one single DVD  or mini DV PAL or NTSC
With one electronic document (email to benjamin.aguesse@cinergie.fr )
detailing cast and crew per film with email and phone contact for filmmaker and school. Forms are downloadable on Cherbourg festival website
b) For the 2 winning elected Works

One of the following is required for the official Competition Screenings:

- DVD or mini DV PAL or NTSC
6. REGISTRATION AND RECEIPTS

a) No registration free is required.
b) The entrant is under strict obligation to enclose:

-Entry Form: One entry form is required for each work. You can download all documents from the Cherbourg festival web site at www.festivalcherbourg.com only completed and signed entry forms will be accepted plus a compulsory electronic version by email for catalog purpose.

-1 slide or digital color images of major scenes (Hi-Resolution, 300DPI, JPG Format)

-1 photo of the director (Hi-Resolution, 300DPI, JPG Format)

- Dialogs list if available original language and or French
c) Deadline for receipt of films for selection:
Copies of works submitted for Pre-Selection must be sent Cinergie no later than November 15, 2004. 
Works arriving after this date will not be accepted for selection consideration.

7. TRANSPORTATION AND INSURANCE 

a) For the advance screenings
-All the costs of transportation and insurance must be fully paid by the entrant.

-The TFSFT Organizing Committee cannot accept customs fees. Please do not list a value higher than 15 € or 20$ on your entry package.

b) For the (2) Selected Works (best film, best animation)
Filmmakers can send a 35mm print if available for the festival screening
- The TFSFT Organizing Committee is responsible for film storage and insurance costs during the storage period. For damage or loss incurred during the Festival, the liability of the festival is limited to reimbursement for the production costs of a new print following the standard rates.

8. FILM SELECTION 

-The international jury members, film professionals, and appointed by Cinergie .

-The members of the jury will include members from Cherbourg festival, Eicar film school students.
-No jury member must be, in any way, involved in the production or distribution of works presented in competition. 
-The pre-selection will take place from January to March, 2005
Films will be screened and judged from 3 different screenings with jury and local audience.
-The final selection will be conducted by March 10. 

-The decision of the international Jury members will be considered final, and no questions regarding the decisions will be accepted.
15 films representing the best voted films (emerging from the 3 advance screenings) will be screened during the Cherbourg Festival at Eicar Film School Campus.
The 2 winners will be screened in the Official Festival Screening

9. FESTIVAL AWARDS: The Film Student Fast Track 2005 Prize
The Jury will present the following award during Festival awards:
Best student non animated film

Best student animated film

Both films will be promoted and streamed on the TFSFT official websites: 
The Cherbourg Festival website, filmfestivals.com “Film Showcase” and Eicar website as “The TSFT award winners”

10. SUBTITLE

For the convenience of the international audience at TFSFT, it is essential that all films bear subtitles in English (non French language films) or French (for English films).

Non-English and non French speaking films must be subtitled in English by the entrants themselves, at their own expense.
11. INVITATION

The TFSFT Organizing Committee will cover the cost of accommodation and provide meals allowance for the director of the winning films. If a film is made by several directors, only one of the directors will be entitled to the above hospitality.

12. SCREENING AND PROMOTIONAL USE 

- Unless otherwise indicated on the entry form, the selected films will be screened in large theaters and in video projection at the EICAR Film School campus theater, and on the TFSFT official websites after the festival. 

-The festival and Cinergie are entitled to use the submitted work for promotional purposes (for On/Off theater both). Unless otherwise indicated on the entry form, the entrant grants the Festival and Cinergie the right to show on television for publicity purposes up to 10% of the running time of his/her work to a maximum of three minutes.

-The TFSFT Organizing Committee would like to obtain a non-exclusive distribution video license for award winning films, which could make up a compilation entitled “TFSFT 2005 awards”. 
A contact will be sent to the rights owners after festival.   

Besides Cherbourg Festival, films presented at the festival can be shown again at other festivals organizing with Cinergie another Student Film School Fast Track .

13. DONATION AND RETURN 

-The TFSFT Organizing Committee gratefully accepts donation of prints of award-winning films and films in competition to the festival.

-The TFSFT Organizing Committee will not be returning works submitted and DVD’s after the Festival has ended. Entrants, who wish to have their original works returned, must provide a valid Fedex or DHL client account number.

14. ACCEPTANCE OF THE REGULATIONS

By submitting the entry form for the festival, the entrant accepts the terms of the present regulations as stated in this document.
