Application forms and associated materials will be accepted November 1, 2010, through January 15, 2011.  Materials sent should include TWO OF EACH of the following (for a total of FOUR copies): project application, signed and dated Rules and Terms of Agreement, DVD (Region 2, PAL system for FRANCE; NTSC Region 0 for USA).  Materials should be sent to the below TWO addresses, and must be received on or before midnight January 15th, 2011.

Projects of any genre are acceptable and must be the original work of the filmmaker. Where the project is based upon another piece of work it is the responsibility of the filmmaker to obtain permission and copyright clearance from the original author.  Projects based upon another work must be clearly marked as such. Multiple authorship projects are acceptable.
For films to be considered for The NOMAD Project, filmmaker(s) must:

a. Incorporate the use of new technology and/or exhibit an ability to creatively use existing or outdated media.  

b. Complete production with a minimal exchange of cash, specifically, less than 50% of overall budget; filmmakers are encouraged to exchange or barter production resources, as well as cast/crew.

c. Evoke, in your film, feelings of warmth – towards others, towards yourself, towards society and the environment (literal or otherwise).

d. NO nudity, profanity or displays of or verbiage pertaining to violent acts.

Upon selection of projects to The NOMAD Project, applicants grant permission to The NOMAD Project and its officers full rights to use submitted materials in all manners related to NOMAD Films, The NOMAD Project and/or Big Screen Project, including but not limited to: names and project titles in publicity and promotions; photographs and use of trailers, teasers and selected clips for online and on-air streaming; additional screening of materials at partner festivals and/or related events and/or at later editions of The NOMAD Project and/or Big Screen Project.
The films selected to screen during The NOMAD Project’s exhibition will be screened February 2011 in New York, New York.  Films will be screened for the Big Screen Project’s audience, private Eventi Hotel guests viewing the screen, The NOMAD Project participants and supporters, the general public and others.
NOMAD Films reserves the right to reject any application form for any reason at their absolute discretion.
Applicants must send TWO COPIES of each required document/item to two addresses, one in New York, New York USA and one in Paris, France, for a total of four copies submitted to NOMAD Films for The NOMAD Project.  Materials should include: application, signed and dated RULES AND TERMS OF AGREEMENT, DVD formatted properly and containing project, and additional materials as seen fit by applicant.

· Filmmaker(s) agree to abide by all of the Rules and Regulations, both in this Agreement and posted on www.nomadfilms.net and/or http://www.bigscreenproject.org/, and acknowledge that failure to do so will result in disqualification and forfeiture of participation, entry fee(s), if any, and prizes, if any.
· Filmmaker(s) recognize and acknowledge that NOMAD Film’s The NOMAD Project screenings and all associated events and respective sponsors, judges, administrators and other associates ("NOMAD Films") have access to hundreds of ideas, stories and screenplays for motion pictures and that many stories and ideas relate to one or more common underlying themes, concepts or other elements. 
· Filmmaker(s) certify that the submitted project is the original work of the Filmmaker(s) and are not based on anyone else's copyrighted work, in whole or in part, and there is no legal dispute about the ownership of the submitted project. 
· Filmmaker(s) grant NOMAD Films and The NOMAD Project rights to use their name(s) and likeness(es) and the submitted projects’ title in all forms of publicity and other communication, provided their project is selected for The NOMAD Project.
· Filmmaker(s) agree and grant permission to NOMAD Films to include “project” in The NOMAD Archives, a collection of selected projects which remain part of NOMAD Films and which will be promoted at additional screenings, online and via NOMAD Film’s distribution and promotion partners.  More information about The NOMAD Archives will be provided upon request; filmmaker(s) project is not guaranteed to be part of Archive but can be at any time.
· Filmmaker(s) agree to accept all decisions of The NOMAD Project administrators and selection committee as final.  Filmmaker(s) understand and acknowledge that there are no refunds, warranties or guarantees, and that the rules, committee, deadlines and other elements of The NOMAD Project may be changed or altered by NOMAD Films without notice.
· Filmmaker(s) understand and acknowledge that the submission of the application form does not establish any fiduciary or confidential relationship between the Filmmaker(s) and NOMAD Films and The NOMAD Project or any of their administrators or other associates, nor is there one intended or created by reason of this letter and/or submission of the application form. 
· If more than one Filmmaker executes this Agreement, then any and all references to "Filmmaker(s)" within this Agreement and the rules shall apply to each party jointly.  The first Filmmaker listed on this Agreement will be designated the primary contact for the purposes of communication. 
· Filmmaker(s) agree to indemnify NOMAD Films and The NOMAD Project, its sponsors, committee, administrators and other associates against all claims, demands, losses, damages, judgments, liabilities, disputes and expenses (including attorneys' fees) arising out of or in connection with their participation in The NOMAD Project.  Filmmaker(s) further agree that NOMAD Film’s The NOMAD Project shall be indemnified and held harmless against any claims pertaining to submitted projects if unauthorized parties should use them, or if the rights to the project are disputed, or in the event of any other claim, judgment or other legal expense associated with the participation of the Filmmaker(s).
