The programme of the festival will include:

a. International competition of short films for children
i. For children aged 5to 8
ii. For children over 8 years old
French animation (non-competing section)
A window onto the world (non-competing section)
Films for toddlers (non-competing section)
Films from all times (non-competing section)
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Only works with a release date after May 2007 will be accepted.

The works shall be animation or feature short films or parts of a
series that can be judged separately with a duration of up to 20
minutes.

The following formats will be accepted for competition: Betacam SP,
Digital Betacam or DVD.

Priority will be given to films without dialogues or that have short
voice overs. If there are dialogues in languages that are not English,
French, Spanish or Catalan, participants will send the text translated
into English. It will be the organizer’s responsibility to subtitle or dub
the film.

All participants will have to fill in the Application Form available on the
festival’s website www.elmeuprimerfestival.com and provide 2 stills of
the film with a minimum resolution of 1500 px (9cm - 300 dpi),
together with a copy of the work in DVD.

Copies of the works must be delivered by 30 May 2010. All
participants will receive a notification of the selected works during the
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first week of July 2010. The final decision taken by the jury
concerning the winning works will be communicated in December
2010.

The copies of the Works shall have to be sent in Betacam SP, Digital
Betcam or DVD by 5 November 2010 to the following address:

Expenses related to the transport of the films and promotional
materials from the country of origin to Barcelona, Spain, will be
covered by the participant. Expenses relating to the transport to the
country of origin, if required, are covered by the organizer.

Competing films will be judged by the following juries:

a. Joint official jury of 3-4 professionals specialised in cinema and 3-
4 children.
b. The public, formed by the spectators of the festival.

Festival awards for competing films will be the following:

Jury’s award to the best short film for children aged 5 to 8 — 300€
Jury’s award to the best short film for children aged 8 to 12 - 300€
Public’'s award to the best short film for children aged 5 to 8 - 300€
Public’s award to the best short film for children aged 5 to 8 —
300€
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The same short may receive a double award: the jury’s and the
public’s.

All short films selected for screening in the festival will receive
financial compensation between 30 and 80€, according to the length
of the work.

The organizer undertakes to screen the films within the Framework of
the festival only. The applicant gives consent to the use of parts of the
competing films as part of the festival’'s promotion in all its media.

By submitting an application to the festival, participants Express their
consent with the festival rules.
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
